CALL BEFORE YOU DIG

Think Before You Dig! Call JULIE at 811

As spring comes around and you are getting ready for some construction
projects remember to Think Before You Dig! And Call JULIE at 811. JULIE
is a free service that will coordinate with utility companies to mark by either
a flag or paint the location of their underground utilities on your property
and the nearby area. This is very important so that if you are digging, you or
your contractor do not inadvertently damage any underground utilities that
could cost money and disruption of services.

Many think that utility lines are buried deep below the ground, however, that
is not necessarily true. Some utility lines are buried just below the surface
that can be damaged by just a shovel. Whether you are installing posts for
a new fence or a slab for a shed, make sure you know where the under-
ground utilities are on your property to save yourself time and money.

What do the different flag colors mean? Each color represents a different
type of utility line, whether electric, sewer, water, etc. See the image below
that provides a flag color key for you:

WHEN TO START PLANTING

Hard frosts can still occur in the month of March, so be
cautious to start planting then. In our area mid-April is a safer
time to being planting perennials, trees, and shrubs. Annual
flowers may need even warmer weather before those plants are
ready for the outdoors.

CARING FOR NEWLY PLANTED TREES

Newly planted trees take time to establish their root systems. A
good rule of thumb is that for every inch of trunk diameter, the
tree needs about that many years to fully recover from trans-
planting. Be sure to water young trees regularly, especially
during hot and dry months.
